On 17th March CATCH was presented in
Brussels to an invited audience representing
many of the institutions and regional offices
present in Brussels. The event was sponsored
and opened by Gary Titley MEP who
introduced the proceedings, giving an
overview of CATCH. Dr Karen Booth from
Merseytravel, the project co-ordinator, then
went into more detail on the principles
underlying CATCH, outlining examples of
specific initiatives concerning behavioural
change.

The CATCH partners presented their specific
aspects of the project’s work: Huw Jenkins
from Liverpool City Council explained the
ongoing work aimed at improving transport
choice and air quality in the city and Nigel
Cross from Arriva, the area’s largest bus
operator, outlined the vehicle innovations
CATCH has supported in Liverpool, the lead
city of the project. Dr Alan Lewis from TTR
and Massimo Marciani representing CTP,
spoke about the actions in the follower cities
of Suceava and Potenza respectively and Dr
Lewis then concluded with a summary of
the project outcomes - expected and
achieved to date.

CATCH is a demonstration project in the European

Commission’s Life-Environment Programme. It supports the EC's
Sixth Environmental Action Programme by promoting sustainable
mobility in order to improve air quality. CATCH is being implemented
in Liverpool (UK), Suceava (Romania) and Potenza (Italy).

Sarah Dewar of Travelwise said, "We are
hoping that lots of people will want to be
part of this exciting project.

The results of this project will be discussed
in detail at the CATCH conference in Liverpool
on the 28th of June 2005.

Mr Santiago Urquijo-Zamora of the
Commission’s LIFE Unit spoke on how the
project fits into the LIFE-Environment
objectives and gave some insights into how
LIFE+, the proposed successor to the current
LIFE programme, might evolve. Mr Davide
Delcampe of the Commission’s Air Quality
and Transport Unit presented the Clean Air
for Europe Programme (CAFE): the
Commission’s thematic strategy on air
pollution, due to be proposed in the coming
months. Mr Delcampe was so
